Canadian Travel Rules

In our last issue, we mentioned a few
things you would have to bring with you
when you come into Canada from the
United States. We left a some items out.
Here’s the complete list: (1) Proof Of U.
S. Citizenship. You must prove to the
Canadian officials that you are a citizen of
the U.S. This can be done either by a
passport, a voter’s registration card, or a
birth certificate. A driver’s license will
NOT do (though sometimes exceptions are
made). When I asked a Canadian official
about this the last time I was in Canada, he
said "The only thing a driver’s license
proves is that you are authorized to drive a
car. It does not prove citizenship." (2)
Insurance Proof. You must also have a
"CANADA NON-RESIDENT INTER-
PROVINCE MOTOR VEHICLE LIABILI-
TY INSURANCE CARD" to prove you are
insured in Canada. You can get this by
asking your U. S. insurance company to
provide it. I had no trouble in getting one
in this way. (3) Bringing Literature Into

Canada. If you are bringing religious
literature or other materials into Canada,
you might want to check with the Immigra-
tion authorities to find out whether there
are any restrictions.

New Radio Stations

Since our last issue, we have added five
more stations that air our five-minute radio
program "IN DEFENSE OF TRADI-
TIONAL BIBLE TEXTS." At present,
we’re documenting the INACCURACY of
the NIV (New Inaccurate Version). Radio
Station WOEL with their two translator
stations has consented to air this program
in addition to the 30 minute broadcast they
already carry. This is on a sustaining basis
for which we praise the Lord. We also
have the 5 minute daily broadcast (Monday
through Friday) for one month at least on
the Mansfield, Missouri, station. I will be
going there for a seminar on the KING
JAMES BIBLE and the Hebrew and Greek
Texts that underlie it. Pastor George
Bryant of the MOUNTAIN GROVE BAP-
TIST CHURCH will share some of the
expenses for the month in order to adver-
tise these meetings. He is also trying to
get the 5 minute program on the 100,000
wait station in Springfield, MO, which is
owned and operated by the Baptist Bible
College. In addition to these others, we
have (together with the BFT) stepped out
in faith to take on a 5 minute program
Monday through Friday on a powerful AM
radio station WTMR in Camden, NJ. This
runs about $330.00 per month, and is on a
trial basis. Perhaps someone could under-
write this entire amount, or a portion there-
of. This station reaches all of Philadelphia,
much of Pennsylvania, most of New Jersey,
and all of Delaware. It has a potential
andience of about 7,500,000 people. The
KING JAMES BIBLE seems to be battling

for its life against the NEW INTERNA-
TIONAL VERSION. This is why we have
chosen to expose its inaccuracies, in this
way. Pray for this endeavor, and help if
you can. With so many stations in other
states, we thought that New Jersey, Phila-
delphia, and Delaware deserved to hear
about this stand as well!l Do you agree?

Motel Reservations

If you are planning to come to our DBS
Canada meetings this July 15-16, you will
need to have some MOTEL RESERVA-
TIONS. Dr. LaMore suggests the follow-
ing motel for our DBS guests. It is called

utes from the GRACE MISSIONARY
BAPTIST CHURCH. It is a part of an
excellent chain of motels in Canada. There
is room for all of the DBS men and their
wives at this one location. We are asking
each family to make a personal call and set
up reservations for themselves.

$65.88 in Canadian dollars (plus tax) for
two in the party less a 10% discount for
senior citizens. 7% tax refund will be
given to us at the "Duty Free" counter as
we leave the country since only Canadian
citizens are required to pay this tax. We
must pay it up front, but we should have it
refunded as we leave Canada. Should you
wish to make other arrangements, this is
fine, but Pastor LaMore recommends this
to us all.

A Full Program

We will have a very full program of
speakers this year, as you see on page one.
Because of this, we will not have a special
place in the program, as in former years,
for questions and answers on Bible issues.
Instead, we will try to work in a brief
question and answer session immediately
following each speaker’s message while
still keeping with the time schedule so as
not to infringe on the following speaker’s
time. We might have time for testimonies
in this same fashion. We are all looking
for a blessing from the Lord as we come to
the nation of Canada for the first time in
our 14 year history! The Pastor and his

people have made us feel very welcome.
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A New Report

A year or so ago, I issued a report #1845
on the "Theological Errors In The Ver-
sions.” It was a handwritten study made
during my month in the State of Michigan
while talking on the superiorities of the
King James Bible. This report has now
been expanded from 16 pages (where just
the verse was printed with a few handwrit-
ten comments) to 65 pages with much
more detail. It is neatly arranged on our
new Word Perfect 5.1 program, printed
with our laser printer and then reproduced.
