Prove Your Citizenship
We want to issue this SERIOUS
WARNING to one and all who are think-
ing of attending our 14th Annual DEAN
BURGON SOCIETY MEETINGS! Before
you can go across the border into Canada,
you must be certain to have in your posses-
sion A DEFINITE AND CERTAIN
PROOF THAT YOU ARE A U. S. CITI-
ZEN. This can take the form of either a
(1) PASSPORT, or a (2) VOTING REGIS-
TRATION CARD, or a (3) BIRTH CER-
TIFICATE. Without such proof, you might
be turned away at the Canadian border!
Mrs. Waite and I were at first not permit-
ted to fly out of Philadelphia for Toronto
last November because we did NOT have
such proof of citizenship. They let us go
provided our secretary and our son, Dan,
could guarantee to FAX a copy of our
PASSPORTS to the Toronto immigration
office. They let us in, but it was extremely
difficult for us alll Please don’t let this
happen to you!
